
Route from Harlow Mill Station to the Gibbered Garden is about a 12-15 minute walk, starting with some of 
the least scenic views of Harlow, then into attractive open countryside. 

 

Leave the Station from the Down (Cambridge Bound) platform Exit. As you walk 
up the steep ramp, you will see a alley to your right running parallel with the 
Railway. Walk down this alley. (yes this bit does look grim) 

 

 

 

At the End of the alley, turn left, and almost immediately turn right into 
Wheatfields, just before the White Horse (Greene King & Fullers). After 
about 75 Yards, there is a gate in a wooden fence on your left. Go 
through this gate.  

 

 

Follow this path, which forks right as it gets to the bottom of the house gardens (at end of Wooden Fence).  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Follow this path, over the wooden bridge, then runs parallel again 
with the Railway. After about 300 yards you will come to a bridge 
under the railway.  

 

 

 

 

Take this bridge, and keep walking up this lane for about 500 Yards, and you will find the entrance to the 
Gibbered Garden (and the beer) on your left  hand side.
